· Participate in the Maine CDC School Oral Health Program?
· Provide oral health screenings and fluoride varnish to all children without any out-of-pocket expense to the family?
· Have a signed MOU for School Oral Health Program partnership?

ORAL HEALTH SERVICES: Does the oral health provider…

· [bookmark: _dt5m3rfzrcrp]Foundational services: screenings, fluoride varnish, and oral health education?
· [bookmark: _e2cow63ur8l1]Advanced hygiene services: including both full preventive care (cleanings, sealants) and early intervention (caries arrest services SDF, temporary fillings/ITR/glass ionomer)?
· [bookmark: _f3c2bpxxjskl]Include x-rays, intraoral photos, and/or teledentistry exams?
· [bookmark: _y10rorizpq9z]Provide referrals for any follow-up care needed?
· [bookmark: _1xezutyrnifw]Provide care coordination to support families who need help accessing restorative care and specialists when needed?
· Visit the school at least 1-2 times during a school year?
· Use translated forms for families who don’t read in English?


PAYMENTS: Does the oral health provider…
· Provide School Oral Health Program services to all students at no charge regardless of insurance?
· Take MaineCare insurance?
· Take commercial dental insurance (if so, which plans are they in network with?)?
· Provide services to all students regardless of ability to pay? If no,
· Have a list of out-of-pocket fees?
· Use sliding scale fees?
