Recent weather reports from the National Weather Service say there are some concerns regarding rising water levels, wind, and power outages. 
Some things to consider before the storm hits:
· Know and follow your SAUs Emergency Operations plan  
· SAU’s should test their generators before the start of the storm
· Have your school busses fueled up in the event of an evacuation 
· If your school is a shelter location, prepare for that possibility by speaking with the Red Cross, or your local EMA office
· If students are not able to attend school because the school has been turned into a shelter, is there a community area that has power for kids, or does the SAU have other remote plans?
· Watch for flood waters that may impact your SAU
· Secure all material around schools
· Plan for debris, flood, or washed-out roads for the start of the week. How will students and staff get to school?
· Reach out to your local Emergency Management Agency for further guidance or concerns. A link is here with the respective contact information.
